Overview
Cliffsend is situated in the district of Thanet, west of Ramsgate and south of Minster, overlooking Pegwell Bay. The area is of historic and geological importance due to it being the landing site of Roman invasion fleets, Vikings Hengist and Horsa and St Augustine who brought Christianity to Britain.
Where the coast meets the land a unique geological feature called the Thanet Formation, a strategic interval in geology, is situated.
Cliffsend has currently around 2,000 residents and is expanding with housing developments to the north and west of the village. We expect the demographic to alter slightly due to the increase of families with young children moving into the new, affordable housing stock.
